Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Swinefleet Village Hall on Tuesday 21st June 2022.
Councillors present; Cllrs Blackburn, Hart, Burkhill and Hirst.
Public present: J.Hill, Ward Cllr L.Sargeantson and C.Simms.
Prior to the meeting officially starting J.Hill tanked the parish council for their donations for the village jubilee event and described the event as a well-attended event.

Mr C.Simms asked if meeting minutes could be made available earlier than usual but was provided with the protocol behind approving minutes prior to publication.

Cllr Blackburn declared an interest in the field access issues (item 2203) and as such did not participate in this part of the meeting.
Cllr Hirst declared an interest in the cemetery rules issue (item 2201) and as such did not participate in this part of the meeting (and left the room)

To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 17th May 2022.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area inspection- Cllr Hart reported a damaged multi goal panel that requires re positioning. It was resolved that the clerk will ask G.Sykes if he can look at it and repair if possible. Cllr Burkhill has agreed to do the weekly inspections for July/August
PROW project- this item was deferred and discussed alongside item 2203 due to the confidential information received and nature of the subject matter.
Jubilee grant- the clerk has now received an ERYC end of grant monitoring form which requires completion with funding evidence and publicity details required. The clerk will complete all the paperwork and submit to ERYC.
Community event- Ward Cllr Sargeantson has contacted the relevant emergency/ERYC departments to arrange a July event date but has reported that a September date was more preferable for most departments. It was resolved to therefore delay the event to a suitable September date arranged by Cllr Sargeantson.
ERYC Street scene visit-the clerk has received a pro forma from ERYC detailing all the identified items that require attention in the village. The list was noted by all present and will be monitored for future repair/maintenance.
Barrier damage-a damaged safety barrier on Swinefleet Common was reported to ERYC who have in turn now informed the clerk that repairs will be done “in the summer”.
Community Field sign- Cllr Ellin has asked for signage to be placed on Low St directing visitors to the community field. The clerk has contacted ERYC who have agreed to erect 2 signs in “6-8 weeks’ time”.
Damaged fence-Cllr Hirst informed the council of damage to the community field wooden perimeter fence. The clerk requested a quotation from G.Sykes who has since made repairs to the fence.
2200              Planning applications.
Planning application for siting of mobile classroom at Swinefleet School ref 22/00886/REG3-SPC have noted ERYC approval for this application.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.

Social Media-Cllr Burkhill raised concerns regarding councillors responding to articles or comments on social media. The clerk has provided guidance received from ERNLLCA which should be adhered to.

Cemetery rules-the clerk read out a letter from a family requesting the revision of current cemetery rules which charges additional burial fees for non-residents with the request that those residents who leave the village to purely enter a care/residential home should be exempt from this rule. It was resolved to place this item on the next meeting agenda for further discussion.

Mower belt-the clerk has requested the purchase of a new belt for the ride on mower. It was resolved to order a non-genuine part on this occasion and monitor the lifespan of this part.
