2481 6. Correspondence received, and issues raised by councillors.
1. Litter picking issues raised from village tidy survey. – Cllr D Harteveld has posted on Facebook trying to organise a litter pick. 
2. Dog Fouling- The clerk has had no response from ERYC since the representative met up Cllr D Harteveld. The clerk is to chase up and chase up regarding the results from the traffic warden and the zebra crossing.
3. Land Domonic Cleland- This had been discussed at the beginning of the meeting above.
4. Speeding- Cllr M Allport suggested having average speed cameras as the recent accidents should meet the criteria. Cllr L Sargeantson is trying to arrange a date for the police and crime commissioner to attend the area. Cllr L Sargeantson is to also approach highways.
5. Grass cutting- Cllr D Harteveld has sent his recommendations for the grass cutting tenders. Four tenders were received last time. It was agreed to advertise the tender on Facebook and for all tenders to be in seven days before the January meeting.
6. Woodland trust- Cllr H Burkhill has looked at the best pack options and has supplied a list to the clerk. The clerk is to now apply to the woodland trust.
7. Lamp post planters- The clerk has sent round the response from the IEM with the project costing £1130 for the planters in Swinefleet. The council did give a donation of £200 last year. It was agreed that the council would consider giving a donation however the council would like to know what funding has been applied for and how many of the planters have been privately contributed to. Also the parish council has not budgeted for a donation. 
8. Charging cables- The clerk has had no response from ERYC so is to chase up.
