To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 20th November 2014
Minutes circulated to all councillors and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area and field- The clerk notified the council that an ERCAS registration certificate has now been received and that ERYC have now sent a letter stating that the commuted sums application for play equipment was a success.
The parish council are now able to choose the supplier and equipment for the playing field.

It was resolved that a Cantilever basket swing, a Discovery/Fairfield Hybrid activity unit, a Cambridge picnic table, and a York bench will be purchased from Play and Leisure limited.
In addition (from the same company) two replacement metal gates will be purchased along with replacement swing chains and seats for the toddler play area and a new litter bin from ERYC will be ordered. Grass matting will also be included in the order along with delivery and installation. All will be ordered by the clerk with an approximate cost to not exceed £22000 plus vat. The clerk will contact Play and Leisure to order the designated equipment and also arrange a site visit with their representative, the head teacher and councillors to choose exact equipment locations. A suggestion to speak to the head teacher about asking for a school representative to do the future weekly play inspections was approved. If this is agreed to then a budget will need to be put in place to pay for this service along with any additional grass cutting or strimming required.
Councillor Vacancies-following on from recent councillor resignations there are now 3 vacancies on the parish council. A recent petition demanding an election resulted in only one candidate standing and so an uncontested election result was given. Mr Chris Bradwell has now been appointed as new parish councillor from this election result. Mr Bradwell was welcomed onto the parish council and has now signed the declaration of office forms and register of interest forms which were countersigned at the meeting and a copy will be sent to ERYC . The remaining 2 vacancies can now be filled by co option and the clerk has received 2 letters from residents expressing an interest in becoming a councillor. The parish council were informed of the 2 residents interest and have agreed to co opt both people onto the parish council. As a result Mr S.Costello and Mr A.Buttery are now to be the new parish councillors. The clerk will send out the appropriate forms for them to sign and invite both to attend the next meeting as new councillors.

Planning applications
Planning application for G.Alcock,Onslow House for erection of detached dwelling and garage ref 14/03462/OUT. This application was noted as APPROVED by ERYC,
Planning application for E.Richardson ,Owd Barnn for erection of single storey extension ref 14/03368/PLF. This application was noted as APPROVED by Eryc.
Planning application for C.Bradwell, 21 Prospect Close to fell a Walnut and Copper Beech tree with attached TPOs and to reduce a Sycamore tree by 30% ref 14/03287/out.
The parish council were made aware of a recent site inspection from ERYC officers and the findings were made known. ERYC agree that the trees do require felling. It was resolved that the parish council approve this application but attach a condition that each felled tree is replaced on a like for like tree basis.
Planning application for J.Austwick,Clough Farm for additional use of property as haulage depot ref 14/02135/PLF. This application was noted as APPROVED by ERYC.

Planning application for J.Dougherty,Fairfields for roof alterations, dormer windows installing and rear single storey extension ref 14.03876/PLF. The parish council resolved to approve this application. The clerk will notify ERYC.
Planning application for J.Austwick,Clough Farm to erect an agricultural barn ref 14/03849/PLF. The parish council resolved to approve this application. The clerk will notify ERYC.
Planning application for D.Slack, Prospect House Care Home to erect a 2 storey extension ref 14/03627/PLF. The parish council resolved to strongly object to this application. The clerk will notify ERYC and provide the reasons.

Correspondence received
Church Lane resurfacing-a letter was received from ERYC stating that the agreed road resurfacing works will now not take place until after the Reedness flood defence works have finished due to the route being used by the HGVs and the large amount of HGVs needed for this project.
Japanese knotweed- the chairman informed the council of this weed problem in the old churchyard and it was agreed that this problem needs eradicating. It was agreed that Complete Weed Control are contacted for advice and a quotation to eliminate these weeds.

Flood liaison meeting-the clerk notified the council of a letter from ERYC asking for volunteers to attend a meeting on 20/3/15 at Beverley to discuss the flood problems. Anyone wishing to attend will contact the clerk.

Speed survey-a speed survey along Low Street has recently been put in place and the results will be made available to the parish council by ERYC as soon as they are known.

Old churchyard-following on from a search for additional land to form a new cemetery it was agreed that the clerk contacts Revd Ken Sargeantson to ask about the possibilities and criteria and ruling of using the old churchyard. The clerk will establish if this is at all possible and whom permission is needed from to do this.

Ward councillors report
Cllr Barrett informed the parish council of a recent seminar he has attended regarding the future reorganisation of Humberside police and how it will affect Goole.  Cllr Barratt also made the council aware of a road closure along the Drax link road in April 2015 expected to last 6 months in an effort to replace the old bridge., that the Reedness drain bridge will be repaired in the near future and will be a joint venture with ERYC and IDB and that MP Andrew Percy has also been recently elected as the new ADA president.

The clerk informed the parish council that a precept amount  for 2015/2016
 is now to be set. It was resolved to ask for £15000 (the same as last year). The clerk and chairman signed the request forms and the clerk will notify ERYC.
