To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 16th June 2016.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hirst performed the weekly inspections and reported a crack in a corner of the wetpour in the toddler park and small amounts of litter on the field. The clerk will ask Mr Bristow to repair the wetpour before the annual inspection due in August. The book was handed to Cllr Ellin to perform the next two month’s weekly inspections.

Messrs Bristow/Brannan are to be asked to chain the cycle rack to the fence of the toddler park securely to allow children to use it over the summer holidays.

Chapel of Rest- The clerk has spoken to Mayfield décor who advises that he will commence work on the chapel of rest in the next 4 weeks.
Kings Head-Rowan Court passage- the clerk has received confirmation from ERYC Gillian Townend  that the damaged steps have been looked at by the Housing department and will be repaired shortly.

Cllr Partington reported a possible blocked drain gully which appears to be holding surface water and the clerk has now reported this to ERYC who have responded to say that when wet weather conditions next occur they will attend and inspect. Another two gully blockages were noted in front of the village hall and near 1 Sweyne Garth and it was suggested that a full village gully clean is required to sort out this problem overall. The clerk will request this to ERYC Dave Sachs.
SAAA decision-following on from the recent decision to opt out of using the SAAA to perform future audits the clerk has received a letter from NALC/SLCC asking the council to reconsider this decision. The clerk has obtained advice from ERNLLCA on this subject who warns of the workload and difficulties of choosing an independent auditor and on this basis recommend the use of the SAAA. The parish council raise concerns of not knowing the fees to be charged by the SAAA and have asked the clerk to find this out and to liaise with ERYC and PFK Littlejohns for their advice.

Landscaped area on river bank-the clerk has received correspondence from EA Robert Sanderson who advises that EA have now agreed to flail mow this area reluctantly as part of their recurring maintenance programme. They will not remove the plants as to do so would unscreen the unclad piled wall and spoil the visual aspect of the area.
