Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hoodless performed the weekly inspection for the last month and reported a small amount of litter on the field and dog fouling near the slide which was removed. The damaged perimeter fence has been mended but it was noted that barb wire appears to be on the exterior fence side. Cllr Hirst will remove this when he inspects the area next week.
The book was handed to Cllr Hirst to perform the next two month’s weekly inspections.

A damaged manhole cover was reported by Cllr Ellin opposite Quayfield square and the clerk has reported this to ERYC Dave Sachs for repair. ERYC have informed that this repair will be done when scheduled roadworks are done along the A161 w/c 7/11.
Dog fouling-following on from incidents of dog fouling in the village particularly along Reedness Road, Low Street and the river bank area. The clerk has contacted the ERYC dog warden to request more visits and he has confirmed an officer will be sent to patrol the areas of concern. The clerk has now placed the contact details for the ERYC dog warden on the notice board and on the website so that residents can report incidents themselves.

Kings Head passage-Cllr Hart previously informed the parish council that the damaged passage and steps have still not been repaired leading from High Street and Low Street running between number 12 High Street and the King’s Head public house. The clerk has contacted ERYC Housing Dept Gillian Townend who has now met with Cllr Hart, taken photographs of the area in question, agreed it requires making good and will liaise with her department as to which budget these repairs can come from.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.

All quotations received will be viewed and a decision made at the January meeting. The clerk will advertise accordingly and collect quotations. Cllr Ellin will source a suitable risk assessment template for approval at the next meeting.
New mower-it was noted that one of the smaller mowing machines is in need of replacement and it was resolved that the clerk seeks prices on new mowers with specifications given as a 16” self-propelled mulching mower.
