To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 20th November 2018.
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Bristow performed the weekly inspections for the last two months and found nothing to report upon. The book has now gone to Cllr Bradwell to perform the weekly inspections for the next month.
Bus shelter- The clerk reported receiving the final £1000 grant funding from ERYC for the Reedness Road bus shelter. The suggestion of another bus shelter on Church Lane outside the village hall was further investigated and ERYC have stated that the pavement is too narrow to accommodate one but have suggested that they have no objections to a shelter being placed on the village hall grass area next to the bus stop sign. It was resolved that the village hall committee will discuss this suggestion at their next meeting and report back to the parish council with their decision.
Cemetery path-the clerk reported that the contractor has now completed the path removal and grassed the area. It was resolved to pay the contractor and wait until spring to establish if further grass seeding is required.
Clough landscaped area- the clerk has received updates from EA Amy Porter who has confirmed that no third party will commit to maintaining this area and as such the only viable option is to remove the shrubs and replace with grass. It was resolved that the parish council maintains its previous decision to not maintain the shrubs and that they fully support the EA decision to uproot the shrubs and to grass the area.
Community Plan- Cllr Hirst and the clerk have been in contact with TRPC Cllr Amanda Scrimgoeur who has now started the grant application process in order to obtain the necessary funding to start a joint community plan. It was resolved that as soon as the grant  application is fully complete and all the necessary documentation received the clerk will cascade to the councillors to view prior to the next meeting in order for them to fully digest, approve and/or amend the application before it is signed and sent off to ERYC.
Defibrillator-the clerk has contacted YAS for advice and guidance to establish the legalities of a business supplying its own defibrillator and/or the possibility of assisting with ongoing maintenance costs and read out the response at the meeting. It was resolved to monitor the defibrillator future usage and act upon the findings if it is established one business is using it more regularly then the community as a whole.
Insurance schedule-the clerk has contacted the insurers and increased the asset values of certain items (as agreed upon at the last meeting) .The insurers have responded with the welcome news that they will not add a mid-term premium increase on this occasion and as such the cheque has been destroyed.
Community speed watch-Humberside police have agreed to set up and start a trial project to train volunteers in designated villages to use speed monitoring equipment to help combat speed problems. SPC have agreed to support this project and as such have been asked to find at least 6 volunteers from the village to be trained to use the equipment. It was resolved that the clerk will place a letter on the SPC website and on the community social media sites to advertise this project in an effort to locate some volunteers.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors-
Community Field-the clerk read out an email received from ERYC Rebecca Valentine (valuations & estates surveyor) who states that due to site security and child safe guarding problems ERYC are considering serving SPC with 12 months’ notice to place high security fencing around the ERYC owned part of the community field. It was resolved that the clerk will obtain legal advice on this sensitive issue and speak to HM Land Registry to obtain documents associated with this area to establish the legal position in an effort to keep the field in its entirety as a “community” field.
