To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 19th March 2019
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Play area- Cllr Hirst performed the weekly inspections for the last month and found a small crack in the wet pour at the toddlers play area. The clerk will ask Messrs Brannon/Sykes to repair. The book has now gone to Cllr Hart to perform the weekly inspections for the next month.
Bus shelter-The clerk has confirmed that the bus shelter grant application has been submitted to ERYC and a decision will be made when the ERYC windfarm panel next meet which will most likely be summer 2019.
Community speed watch-the clerk reported no updates on this matter as a police coordinator needs to be recruited before the speed gun training process can commence.
Community Field-ERYC officer Chris Jennings has confirmed that the fencing proposal discussed /minuted at the March meeting has been submitted to the school headmistress and Director of Education and a decision has not yet been reached. An update will be sent to the clerk as soon as more information is available.
Reedness Road-the clerk has received a response from ERYC Dave Sach who has confirmed that ERYC will perform works to top up the road edges/over run works in the forthcoming months following on from resident’s complaints about road safety when driving.
Village entrance concerns (Low St.)- The clerk has contacted ERYC and sent photos to alert them to the parking/traffic concerns and has received a response stating that they will agree to place double yellow lines along this stretch of road. ERYC have asked for a funding contribution from SPC and/or the windfarm grant funding. It was resolved that the councillors will meet with ERYC Jim McGivern on the bi annual Street scene village walkabout 14/5 and will consult with him regarding suggested locations for the road markings and it was also agreed that the clerk will speak with ERYC Laura Burley to obtain criteria for windfarm funding to establish if Highways work is a valid project to obtain funding for from the windfarm fund.
Council elections-the clerk has notified the parish councillors that due to the fact 10 people have applied for the 9 council vacancies there will be a parish council election on 2nd May 2019. It was resolved that the clerk will write a formal letter of complaint to ERYC about the application process whereby all applicants are required to take nomination forms into County Hall Beverley in person with a suggestion to, in future ,allow candidates to either post the forms or hand deliver them into the Goole council offices instead.
