To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 17th September 2019
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Community Field- the clerk cascaded correspondence received from NALC giving legal advice on the field contract clauses. Despite many attempts to receive an update from ERYC Vicky Jude the clerk has failed to receive a response.
Play area- Cllr Burkhill performed the weekly inspections for the last month and found only a small amount of litter on the field. Cllr Hirst has made secure the movement in the traverse wall with added soil. The book has now been handed to Cllr Hoodless to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. The clerk had requested that all the annual inspection findings are remedied by Messrs Brannon and Sykes and they have confirmed the repairs they have performed and provided the extra hours worked for remuneration to be agreed upon by the parish council.
Community speed watch-the clerk had arranged a site visit with PC Wayne Goodwin on 27th September to meet with councillors to view the village to establish that it met with all CSW criteria and the village was deemed a suitable village for the project. The clerk has now contacted all CSW volunteers and arranged the first speed gun training session to be held on 22nd October 2019 at 7pm in the village hall. 
Clough landscaped area-Cllr Clark has still not received any further correspondence from EA or IDB. A suggestion to contact the Community Payback Team was welcomed as a way of getting this area pruned much faster and at no cost and as such it was resolved that the clerk will obtain the necessary approval from EA to allow this team to come and prune the overgrown area if at all possible.
Community Plan- Cllr Clark confirmed attendance at a recent Humber Nature information evening and confirms that some of the agreed thoughts from the community plan are in the process of being implemented.

Lawnmower service- the clerk has obtained 3 full annual mower service quotations which were read out at the meeting. A request to also have the Viking mower serviced annually was made by the cemetery groundsmen and this was agreed to at the meeting. It was resolved to contact JB Backhouse at Airmyn to obtain a price to have both mowers serviced together annually over the winter period and if the price was agreeable the clerk will make plans for collection of and service of both mowers in November.
BT phone box- the clerk has contacted B.T. to ask if they will repair and clean the village telephone box and has been notified of two job numbers given for the works to be done. BT confirm they would not agree to the removal or adoption of the phone box due to the fact it is the only public phone in the village and is known to be used.
Cemetery notice- the clerk has prepared a list of suggested cemetery rules which were read out and amended to suit the parish council. The clerk has obtained a quote from The Sign Centre which was approved and as such the clerk will order two signs and have them installed at the cemetery.

Planning applications.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.
Cemetery tree pruning-Cllr Hirst alerted the parish council to the problem of overhanging branches in the cemetery. It was resolved that the parish council will have a site visit on Sunday 20th October at 11am to view the areas of concern. The clerk will invite Messrs Sykes and Brannon to attend to give their advice and work quotations. Cllr Hirst also voiced the need for some of the older burial plots to be maintained due to their unkempt appearance and this will also be looked at by all who attend the site visit to see what work is involved to tidy up these plots.
Low Street traffic/parking concerns-following on from recent complaints and reports received of dangerous parking/driving on this road the parish council discussed in depth the problem. It was hoped that the newly formed CSW team of village volunteers will be able to help eliminate the speeding problem and the clerk has been asked to now order a life-size police cardboard cut out to be displayed in various speeding hotspot locations to also assist with the speeding problem. It was also noted that ERYC have agreed to place double yellow lines along the bends part of Low Street in their 2020/21 forward programme. Previous suggestions of road chicanes were refused by ERYC.
Community field outskirts-Cllr Hirst raised concerns about the long-term siting of a skip outside the field but has noticed its recent disappearance and will monitor to ensure it does nor reappear as it was situated long term on parish council land.

Road closure notice-the clerk notified the parish council of a 7-hour road closure for 22nd October 2019 on Swinefleet Common. Diversions will be put in place.
Remembrance Day-the clerk has notified the parish council of the local church events for this day and SPC will lay a wreath at the village war memorial on 8th November 2019.The clerk has ordered 100 large event poppies for Reedness Parish Council and it was agreed that the sale of these poppies will be advertised locally for Swinefleet on the community social media site to increase sales for this worthy cause.
