Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Swinefleet Village Hall on Tuesday 18th February 2020.

To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 21st January 2020
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman.

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Community Field- the clerk has confirmed writing to ERYC Rob Mansell on January 22nd requesting the removal of the goal posts onto parish council land, requesting financial compensation for the loss of over half the community field, requesting a monetary sum in place of a proposed gazebo and formally confirming the parish councils opposition and objection to the field division and fencing proposal. The clerk has informed the parish council she has not received a response. It was noted that ERYC have already placed temporary security fencing up in early February along the field boundary. ERYC Vicky Jude has written to the clerk to confirm that unfortunately talks to reach a compromise with ERYC and the school had not reached an amicable conclusion and as such the field termination notice for 1/2/20 would still apply and go ahead. The parish council voiced their disappointment to the ERYC decisions and will await a reply from them in due course.
Play area- Cllr Hart performed the weekly inspections for the last month and found only a small amount of litter on the field and no dog fouling present. Cllr Hart has reported the presence of a bed headboard and settee on the field exterior but reports these have now been removed. The book remains with Cllr Hart to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. 
Community speed watch-the clerk has now contacted PC Wayne Goodwin regarding extra volunteer training sessions for 2 new recruits. The clerk is awaiting a reply from one volunteer to establish a proposed time/date for the training to commence and will then arrange for this training to begin. PC Speedy (the police cardboard cut-out) will go to Cllr Hoodless to strengthen and then to secure to an appropriate village location.
Clough landscaped area-the clerk has now received a reply from the Community Payback Team following on from a request for them to come and prune the overgrown landscaped area. Unfortunately, the team coordinator has had to decline the request due to lack of equipment and potential safety dangers. It was resolved that the clerk will contact “The Green Team” to provide a quotation for the work.
Cemetery maintenance-the cemetery has recently had a safety inspection and approximately 30 headstones/memorials have been identified as in need of attention. The clerk and councillors met at the cemetery on 7th February and placed warning notices and hazard warning tape on all dangerous headstones. Warning notices have been placed on social media, SPC website and the village notice board and all family members of these identified graves are encouraged to contact the parish council for advice on how to proceed in order to make good the potential dangers and safety hazards.
Grass cutting contract-the 3-year grass cutting contract was advertised and potential contractors were shown around the village grass areas by the clerk. The clerk reported a huge response to the vacancy and brought all quotations to the meeting. All prices were read out at the meeting and after careful deliberation it was resolved to award the contract to Messrs Sykes and Richardson. The clerk will contact the successful contractors and draw up a contract for all to agree to and sign. The clerk has alerted the parish council to the insurance companies advice and requirements for a risk assessment and method statement to be drawn up and for the parish council to provide appropriate protective workwear to the contractors and also to ensure the contractors attend a strimmer training course.(the clerk provided a quote for the course). It was resolved that the clerk be asked to contact nearby parish councils with similar grass cutting specifications and ask for advice and copies of risk assessments to use and adapt for this parish council. The clerk was given approval to purchase the relevant safety workwear. The clerk was also asked to obtain further information and associated costs for strimmer courses from other councils.
Chapel of rest-The councillors have viewed the wooden pews and roll of honour housed in the chapel of rest and agreed to try and sell the pews to local residents in the first instance. Cllrs Burkhill and Hirst will obtain one pew and place it in the village hall for viewing, photographs and measurements. The clerk will then advertise the pews for sale.

The proposal to also move the roll of honour was met with approval and the village hall committee have also given approval for it to be cleaned up and placed on the wall in the village hall. Cllrs Burkhill and Hirst will remove the roll of honour and re site it when they remove the pews also.
Water pumps- the clerk has now obtained quotations for the required 3 water pumps but could not apply for grant funding from the Twin Rivers wind farm fund as ERYC reported a delay in opening the fund until 17/2. The fund is now reported to be open, and the clerk will apply for grant funding.

Planning applications.
Planning application ref 19/0555/REFUSE for 4R Group at the old peat works, Readingate, Swinefleet-SPC have noted the Planning Inspectorates decision to dismiss the appeal.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.
JW Myers letter-the clerk read out a request from D.Shipley of JW Myers monumental masons requesting an advertising board to go into the village cemetery with the idea of other companies sponsoring signs. The parish council resolved to decline this suggestion as they do not wish the cemetery to be inundated with advertising features.
BT payphone consultation-the clerk has received a letter from BT stating that the village phone box has been identified as one of very little use. The parish council were given options to allow its removal, to adopt it or to keep it. It was resolved that the parish council recommend the removal of this phone box.

Defibrillator training-the clerk has received a letter from ERNLLCA advertising free training in life saving processes and defibrillator use training. It was resolved that the clerk will advertise this offer to local residents to gauge the level of interest and will then book the relevant number of courses to be held in the village hall.
