Minutes of the virtual meeting of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 16th June 2020 in councillors’ own homes via online messenger group.

Cllr Blackburn declared an interest in item 2005 “resident meeting” fully declaring Mr Coleman as a good friend. As such Cllr Blackburn did not speak during discussions.

To approve the minutes of the council meeting held on 19th May 2020
Minutes circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting and confirmed as a true and correct record and signed by the chairman (the next day).

Matters arising from previous meeting minutes.
Community Field-the councillors have looked at the play equipment catalogues provided by the clerk and decided upon a toddler basket swing and adult gym equipment. It was resolved that the clerk will contact ERYC and inform them of the equipment choices in the hope that they will agree to fund these equipment suggestions. The goalposts have still not been removed as promised by ERYC so the clerk will chase this up too.
Play area- Cllr Hart performed the weekly inspections for the last month and again found only a small amount of litter on the field and no dog fouling present. The book remains with Cllr Hart to perform the weekly inspections for the next month. Concerns were raised about several vehicles that appear to have remained in situ for several months on the parish council car park which are taking up valuable parking spaces. It was resolved that the clerk will arrange for letters to be sent to relevant Low Street properties informing them of the parish council car park rules and regulations. The clerk will also arrange for a similar notice to be placed on the car park fence also.
Clough landscaped area-the clerk had contacted “The Green Team” to provide a quotation for the pruning work in this area but due to the Covid-19 situation the team cannot visit the area to quote but will arrange to do this when government guidelines allow.
Community speed watch-the clerk has been in contact with PC Wayne Goodwin regarding volunteer training sessions and an agreed date of June 18th has been set. The clerk will arrange for the two new recruits to attend the training session.
Water pumps- the clerk has now applied for grant funding from the Twin Rivers wind farm fund for the 3 water pumps and will now await a response from them in due course. There may be a delay in the decision-making process due the Covid-19 situation. The clerk has also now applied for an industrial water pump (joint application with Reedness PC) and this also has been sent to ERYC for discussion and a decision from panel members.
Chapel of rest-The councillors had previously agreed to remove the roll of honour and pews to the village hall but due to the Covid-19 situation the movements had to be cancelled and will be re arranged when government guidelines allow. Upon removal and re positioning of the roll of honour Cllr Myers will clean and restore it.
Grass cutting contract- the clerk has sent online equipment usage demonstration videos to the two contractors due to the fact that the current Covid 19 pandemic and government guidelines does not allow any face to face training sessions at the moment. New one to one training sessions can begin again in July and it was resolved that the clerk books one person on the ride on mower course and one person on the strimmer course.

Low Street parking- following on from reports of dangerous parking along the Low Street village entrance bends, the clerk has sent out a letter to the vehicle owner alerting him/her to the dangers this is causing and asking for cooperation in parking the car in a more considerate and safer place. It was noted that the car has now moved parking locations. 
Riverbank grass cuts-following on from residents’ concerns regarding the recent riverbank grass cuts which it was felt were cut too early and as such had caused the death and/or vandalism to birds and their nests, the clerk has written to EA to inform them of the complaints received and to establish why the grass was cut so early. EA have responded and stated they have not cut the grass early and took all the necessary precautions to check that wildlife and nesting birds were safe and/or not present at all times.

Planning applications.
Erection of 5 dwellings to land south of 80 Kings Causeway for M.Farrar ref 20/01570/PLF-SPC resolved to object to this current application at the meeting however shortly after the meeting the clerk notified the parish council that they had actually approved the original application a few years ago with drainage conditions attached and as such the parish council agreed to abide by the original application and insist that the original conditions should be adhered to.
Change of land use to recycling facility for 4R Recycling at Peat Works, Readingate ref 20/00883/CM-SPC noted the ERYC meeting decision date of 11th June 2020 and have now received the very disappointing news that ERYC have approved this application. SPC will continue to fight this application that they consider wholly inappropriate for the area.
Erection of a two storey and single storey extension to the rear of 127 High Street, Swinefleet for J.Holt ref 20/01422/PLF-SPC resolved to approve this application.

Correspondence received/issues raised by councillors.
Old graveyard-Cllr Myers raised awareness of the old graveyard project which has undertaken a major cosmetic overhaul that is still ongoing. Volunteers from the parish council and from the village have joined together to make this scheme a success. A recent grant application has secured £2200 which will ensure benches, bird and owl boxes are made and placed in this area.
Road signage-Cllr Burkhill raised concerns about the lack of speed limit signs along Readingate, Quay Lane and Crossmoor Bank and proposed that in anticipation of the huge amount of HGVs to be using this stretch of road in the future that appropriate 30MPH road signs are placed along these roads. It was resolved that the clerk will contact ERYC and request these signs to be erected. A further suggestion to reduce the speed limit and request a 20MPH sign along Low Street near the school was also agreed to and the clerk will request this also from ERYC.
Resident meeting-the clerk had arranged for councillors to meet with Mr N.Coleman on 5th June 2020 to discuss his concerns about and plans for land to the rear of his property at 24-26 Low Street. Councillors met and listened to the suggested plans and proposals and then discussed these at length at the parish council meeting. The clerk has been asked to liaise with ERYC to gain information and advice regarding the community field access and Cllr Hirst is to contact ERYC rights of way officers to discuss the public right of way. Cllr Blackburn has also received a letter from Mr T.Henderson which was cascaded to the full parish council on this same subject of parking/access to the rear of several Low Street properties. It was resolved that the clerk will write to Mr Coleman and Mr Henderson to inform them that these matters are being fully investigated. The clerk was also asked to liaise with the local fire brigade to establish access requirements for the school in emergency situations.
Riverdale Road land-the clerk notified the parish council of a potential sale offer for the parish council corner plot of land on Riverdale Road. It was resolved that the resident must be asked to obtain a written valuation and make a formal written offer for the land for the parish council to formally discuss at the next meeting.
